they connected in any way? How do they fit into the story?
2. Discuss how the themes of abandonment and guilt are explored in the novel.
3. Compare the lives of Liesel and Max. When do they become friends?

4. Four people live in the Huberman household. Discuss each character’s demonstration of

courage.

5. Why is Death haunted by humans and especially fond of Liesel?
